One
soccer flag will need to be repaired free of charge for this season. Mark
plans to take care of this. Roy will do soil test all fields, soccer and baseball,
to prepare for the upcoming season. Potentially the fields can be fertilized
in May. During one of our cleanups the garbage cans and nets will be put
out. It was discussed to use Roundup around the back of the soccer nets to
keep the tall grass down.

Baseball Update

the teams coming in this season. Troy plans on arranging for someone to
come in and clear the perimeter of the large ball field and also to make a
path from the baseball field to the soccer fields. He will also inquire about
possibly pulling out the alder stumps to provide more parking on the soccer
side.
